In the project TraunBlicke the City of Wels wants to create
places in which the river Traun is a central element. As the
Traun is so close to the city center, the river will be part of an
adventure and recreation area which is located right in the
center of Wels. Among other things footbridges and plat-
forms will be built, and restaurants and cafes will upgrade
certain areas. Especially as in 2017 the Landesgartenschau
(regional garden exhibition) will be hosted in Wels, the recre-
ation areas around the Traun will be lastingly developed.
